The Role of The Wine Tutor at Dinner (or Lunch)
Whether for lunch or dinner, The Wine Tutor takes pleasure in helping clients create memorable dining experiences. He often works with chefs to design menus and make selections of wines, course by course. As each course comes out during dinner, he will briefly introduce the wine chosen and “tell the story” of the winemaker. (There are many noteworthy characters making wine in Napa.) Occasionally, he recommends pouring two wines side by side with a major course. Before the next course, he will ask diners to give their impressions about which wine best complements the dish. As you can imagine, opinions vary significantly. Often, people find that they might have missed some element of texture (important to both wines and foods) or subtle flavor. There’s no end to learning and all the student has to do it eat and drink!
Often, as the dinner progresses, The Wine Tutor goes from table to table answering any questions that individuals have about wine, food, vineyards and Napa social life (aka gossip). This person to person approach recognizes that some people who enjoy wine prefer to do so quietly or while talking about real life issues.
